THIS IS OUR HOME NOW

This series of articles is about our neighbours
who have moved to England as refugees or
immigrants for reasons of sanctuary,
persecution or economic necessity. Today it is
Kveta's story. Kveta came from the Czech
Republic to England in 2005 and spent two
years in Rwanda.

d ife in the Czech Republic was very
normal, very ordinary.  worked in a

factory assembling eye glasses. However
the factory were making people redundant, so |
moved to the UK and found cleaning and
waitressing work in a hotel.

My English was very basic - like a baby,
but | really enjoyed learning the language. At
the hotel there were people
from all over the world, with
different languages and
cultures. In the Czech
Republic it was really boring.
Everyone was the same!
Here it was really
interesting. | worked long
hours cleaning and
waitressing, sometimes with
little sleep, and the next
week | would have a few
days off.

| studied English,
bookkeeping and accounting
at the local college and
found work in an office. It felt
good not to be doing the
lowest jobs anymore. My daughter’s father is
from Rwanda, but we separated. It was
difficult being on my own with a small child,
but | did bookkeeping from home to support
us. Later, when she went to school, she was
bullied which was traumatic for us both. So,
we went to Rwanda for two years. It is a very
different culture there. My daughter loved the
freedom to play outside and have adventures:
seeing hippos and crocodiles, crossing rope
bridges, climbing trees and picking avocados!
Here we learn about nature from books, but
there we learnt these things for real. She
collected manure from the cows to grow
tomatoes! In Rwanda, | set up a business
making building blocks. | loved the country

: and wanted to support it, but there is no

: perfect place, you just make a choice about

: where you want to be. In 2019 we came back
: to the UK and | have just written a children’s
: book with lots of photos, all about our

: adventures.

My strength comes from my child and my

: friends who believe in me. When people

: depend on you, you can't let them down, you
¢ just have to keep going. | just believe in

: making the world a better place. It feels safe
: here in the UK. There are police and the law
: and itis easier to find jobs.

We go back once or twice a year to the

Czech Republic. As children we would play in
: the hay or pick blueberries. We could jump on

our bikes and ride
everywhere. In the UK, play
is more about trampolining
classes- it is more
commercial. My daughter
only speaks a bit of Czech-
but she loves Czech food -
like pork and dumplings! |
think all these different
experiences have made her
quite mature for her age.
She is strong and confident
and happy.

Many people coming to
the UK are naive and think
life will be heaven, but there
are always difficulties. You
have to pay the bills. You

¢ have to work. If you have a baby you don’t have
: the support of family around you. But maybe
that's a good thing! Less interference! But

¢ living in the UK is very good. You can learn and
: gain experience, and whether you decide to

: stay here or return to your home country, you

i can make a difference to make the world a

¢ better place. I don’t know where | would like to
. settle; we feel at home in all these countries.

: There is no perfect place, you just make a

: choice about where you want to be. We take

: each day as it comes.’

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EASTER RECIPE
MINI EASTER EGG BLONDIES

This is an easy recipe to make with children.
The blondies have a mild toffee flavour and a
rich fudginess. Prep time is less than half an
hour and cooking time 10 to 30 minutes. This
recipe will make 16 pieces.

INGREDIENTS

e 250g/90z cold unsalted butter, cut into

6-8 pieces

150g/5"20z light soft brown sugar
125g/4Y207 caster sugar

2 large free-range eggs

1V2 tsp vanilla extract

pinch sea salt

300g/10%20z plain flour

225g/80z sugar-coated mini chocolate eggs

METHOD

e Preheat the oven to 190C/170C Fan/Gas 5.
Grease and line a 20cm/8in square loose-
based cake tin with baking paper.

e Melt the butter in a saucepan over a
medium-low heat. Stir in both sugars and

: cook for 1-2 minutes, or until the butter is

. absorbed and the mixture turns a creamy

: toffee colour and looks smooth and glossy.

: Take off the heat and set aside.

¢ Whisk the eggs, vanilla and salt together in
¢ alarge bowl. Whisk in the melted butter and

: sugar mixture until thoroughly combined, then
¢ whisk in the flour until smooth. Pour the

: batter into the prepared tin and bake for 20

* minutes.

: e While the blondie is cooking, cut 125g/4Y20z
: of the chocolate eggs in half.

¢ o When the 20 minutes is up, take the blondie
: out of the oven and scatter the halved and

: whole chocolate eggs on top. Carefully press

: the eggs into the blondie mixture and don't

¢ worry if the surface cracks at little. Return to

. the oven for a further 10 minutes or until the

: blondie is pale golden-brown.

: o Cool the blondie in the tin for at least 10

¢ minutes before cutting into squares. Serve

¢ warm or cold.
